This position provides case management support for residents at New Roads. Using the tools of the 
Therapeutic Community Model, the Support Worker supports the residents in programming, work as 
therapy and day-to-day activities while promoting community as method.    
 
This position, under the supervision of the New Roads Manager, participates in supporting the daily 
activities and needs of residents at New Roads.          
 
Duties and Responsibilities: 

• Participate in encounter groups. 

• Attend to individual residents’ specific needs. 

• Provide support for residents in practicing the principles and values of New Roads.  

• Attend Morning, Evening, Celebration and House meetings per schedule. 

• Participate in staff meetings and case conferences. 

• Role model behavioral expectations of dress, daily work habits, interpersonal communication, 
positive attitudes, temperament, emotional self-management, and adherence to facility rules. 

• Observe the social and psychological environment of New Roads, increasing resident awareness by 
providing feedback on behavior and attitudes and ensuring a safe and secure living environment for 
all. 

• Support that the philosophy of New Roads, understanding that every activity is therapeutic, that the 
goal of every activity is designed to advance the personal growth of individuals. 

• Promote use of the community by utilizing behavioral re-inforcers and extinguishers. 

• Participate in special events and celebrations. 

• Support aftercare/continuing care plans.

• Communicate effectively, both verbally and in writing. 

• Work independently and in cooperation with others.
